Housing

Despite the rapid growth in Carleton Place over the last decade, and its proximity to Ottawa, Carleton Place still offers housing which is, on average, at least $21,000 or 15% lower than in Ottawa.

More than four in five of the housing units are singles (74%) and rows (7%). Most of the remaining units are in apartment buildings with up to five storeys.

Research provided by Market Research Corporation, concluded that the housing market in Carleton Place is active and offers a wide variety and style of units with prices significantly lower than in Ottawa. Most of the new housing planned and proposed is higher-end townhouses and singles, starting from $141,000.

Households by Size

The proportion of single person households remained virtually unchanged from 1991 to 1996. Most of these households are single seniors.

The proportion of two and three person households declined somewhat from 1991 to 1996.

The proportion of large households, with four persons or more, increased significantly from 1991 to 1996.

The overall household size also increased from 2.65 in 1991, to 2.68 persons in 1996.

Employment
The number of employed people increased by an average of 100 or 2.8% annually from 1991 to 1996. This rate of growth, which is even higher than Carleton Place’s rate of population growth, is quite significant.

Manufacturing (16%) and Business Services (9.8%) make up more than one-quarter (25.8%) of the labour force’s occupations. Retail Trade (15.4%) followed by Health and Social Services (12.3%), then Government (9.7%) are the other major employment categories where the Carleton Place labour force is employed.

Consistent with having become younger and more family-oriented, the employment participation rates in Carleton Place has increased from 66.8% to 68.7%.
